Recovery rates of patients who have views of nature have been shown to have briefer hospital stays and needed less medication. Though less research has been done in workplace environments, the findings in hospital settings can be extrapolated to suggest some changes in the settings where people do their work. This seminar will cover some of the research, examine some of nature’s inherent design, and put forth some ideas about improving workspaces.
